PUBLISHING AGREEMENT
This Publishing Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into as of October 5, 2009 (“Effective Date”) by and between BenBella Books, Incorporated, 6440 N. Central Expressway, Suite 503 of Dallas, Texas 75206 (“Publisher”) and [your name here!]  (“Author”), concerning a work (“Work”) described as a non-fiction essay on the television series Dollhouse. 

1. Grant of Rights.  The Author grants the Publisher the non-exclusive right to print, publish, distribute, sell, and generally exploit the Work, or authorize others to do so, as part of the anthology, throughout the world, in the following editions: Hardcover, Trade Paperback, Mass Market, Book Club, Foreign language, Audio, Periodical and E-book. The Author also grants the Publisher the non-exclusive right to sell the Work in physical or digital form or to distribute the work in digital form at no charge for purposes of publicity. The Author also grants the Publisher the right to publish the Work as part of a promotional collections to be given away for promotional purposes.
2. Exclusivity.  All the rights granted in paragraph 1 are non-exclusive, and does not limit the Author’s rights to license the Work for other purposes. However, the Author grants the Publisher the exclusive right to print, publish, distribute and sell the Work in a book on Dollhouse for a period of seven years from publication. The Author grants the Publisher exclusive Periodical Rights for a period of one year from publication.
3. Reserved Rights.   All other rights not expressly granted herein are hereby reserved to the Author.  

4. Term.  The rights granted to Publisher in this Agreement may be exploited for the duration of the copyright on the Work.

5. Compensation.  The Author agrees that the prize money received as a contest winner is the full compensation and no other payments of any kind are due to them.
6. Author’s Copies.  Publisher shall provide Author with three copies, not to be resold, free of charge, of each edition of the Anthology published by Publisher.
7. Author’s Representations and Warranties.  Author represents and warrants to Publisher that the Works are not in the public domain, that Author is the sole proprietor of the Works and has full power and authority, free of any rights of any nature whatsoever by any other person, to enter into this Agreement and to grant the rights which are granted to Publisher in this Agreement. The Author further warrants that, to the best of the Author’s knowledge, the Works do not, and if published will not, infringe upon any copyright, trademark, or any other intellectual property rights or other proprietary rights of any third party and that the Works contain no matter whatsoever that is obscene, libelous, violative of any third party’s right of privacy or publicity, or otherwise in contravention of law or the right of any party.
8. Applicable Law.  Regardless of the place of its physical execution, this Agreement shall be interpreted, construed, and governed in all respects by the laws of the state of Texas. Any dispute between the parities arising out of, or relating to, the validity, construction, interpretation or performance of this Agreement that cannot be resolved amicably and in good faith shall be submitted to binding arbitration, to be held in Dallas, TX, in accordance with the rules of the American Arbitration Association. Any such arbitration proceeding shall be conducted before a single arbitrator who shall be either a copyright, entertainment or publishing attorney in practice for seven (7) or more years. In any arbitration proceeding under this provision, any award or decision of the arbitrator shall (i) be in writing; (ii) state the reasons therefore; (iii) be based solely on the terms and conditions of this Agreement, as interpreted under the laws of the State of Texas; and (iv) shall be final and binding upon the parties. The decision and award of the arbitrator in any such arbitration proceeding may be enforced in any court of competent jurisdiction.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, the parties shall have the right to conduct reasonable discovery as permitted by the arbitrator(s) and the right to seek temporary, preliminary, and permanent injunctive relief in any court of competent jurisdiction during the pendency of the arbitration or to enforce the terms of an arbitration award. 
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
